A Letter from the Bishop:
My dear friends in Christ,

Next weekend, Catholic parishes across the country will take up a collection for
the Catholic Home Missions Appeal. Nearly half of the dioceses in the U.S. are consid-
ered home missions. Most of them rural, they do not have enough priests or enough re-
sources to provide the most basic pastoral services. They need help from Catholics in
places where the Church is financially stronger and they get it through the Home Mission
Appeal.

In the Diocese of Lexington, Kentucky, a grant from the Home Missions helped
nine rural parishes remain open. The funds help pay salaries for priests, pastoral assis-
tants, and office staff. In the Diocese of Salt Lake City, the appeal supported nine semi-
narians desperately needed in the sprawling diocese that covers the entire state of Utah.

From Alaska to Appalachia, grants from the Catholic Home Missions are subsidiz-
ing ministries of word, worship, and services for American Catholics who can least af-
ford them. Our own Diocese has been blessed with a grant to expand our outreach to the
growing Hispanic population. While we as a Diocese contributed $60,000 to the Home
Missions last year, we got $70,000 back.

The Catholic Home Mission Appeal is based on a cherished tradition of both our
Church and our country, of people who have helping those who do not. As we continue
to recover from the economic downturn, it is important to remember our Catholic broth-
ers and sisters in the U.S. whose dioceses are fragile even in the best of time. Rich and
poor, donor and recipient, working together we can strengthen the Church at home.

The meeting was opened with scriptural reflection led by Father Karl.

Guests in atten-
dance were Mrs. Dew, Bill Dew, Jr. Jennifer Brady, and Mike Burch.

Minutes of the February 2010 meeting were approved as revised.

First order of Business was comments from parishioners and guest. No comments or questions were brought before
the council.

The Commission reports were given:

Administration report was presented by Mary Otting.

The Finance Committee reported on the February financial report, the budget for this fiscal year and the projected

shortfall. The 2010-11 budget is being developed at this time.

Parish Fundraisers: May Fling is May 1, 2010, tickets are on sale.

Rummage Sale will run July 29™ through July 31st

Fall Festival Chair is Theresa Baker, and she would like someone to co-chair this event

Roofing Calendars are still on sale.

Building & Grounds: The rectory is not settling as first thought. The problem can be easily fixed by replacing
permanent support posts with adjustable posts. Mike Burch has volunteered to provide the needed equipment. Ice Machine
is working, thank to Tim Loftus and Lewis Beaty. The gutters have been installed on the east side of the gym. Ice Breakers
will be installed early summer. Formica has been repaired/replaced in the kitchen. Landscaping: The Beatys replaced rot-
ten timbers along the gardens in front of parish center.

Demographics: Deb Jacobsen is working on publishing a list of all who have volunteered for Liturgical Ministers.
Deb Jacobsen will be scheduling those positions for the weekend Masses starting in May.

Religious Education First Communion will be April 25" at the 11 a.m. Mass. PSR students were given the oppor-
tunity to receive the sacrament of Reconciliation on March 21%. Why Catholic? are using materials that helps build beyond
catechism. Evaluations need to be completed by each group. RCIA; three candidates will make a profession of faith and
join the Church on Easter Vigil. One previously baptized and catchechized Catholic will be confirmed.

Middle School Youth participted in a lock-in on February 19th.

Social Concerns reported that the Pro-Life committee is concentrating on the 40 Days for Life which ends Palm
Sunday. The Quilters provided a quilt for the Bisdop
