In
disunity our gaze is focused primarily on the differences of others, and upon the supposed perfection of ou
own position. However, the roots of unity are planted in the Holy Spirit, and nourished by the light of{the

shifted both from the differences of others and from our supposed perfection. Instead we should focus on
Christés dwelling within the other believer,| an

body so much that he willingly died for them. To speak and act hatefully toward a believer of a different
theological persuasion than our own is to speak and act hatefully towards the temple of the Holy Spjrit and
IS more representative of the Pharisees treatment of Christ than of Christ treatment of us.
We collectively are his sheep. We may have wool coats of various colors and textures but his Spirit
