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Swell Guy’s Confession:
(The following is a part of a column originally by Robert P. Lockwood)

A recent survey noted that about 45 percent of people receiving the Eucharist at Sunday Mass
had never taken part in the Sacrament of Penance in their adult lives. Never.

That’s one of those figures of contemporary life that really humped out at me when I first read it.
Back when [ was a kid, it was the rare bird that would think of receiving The Eucharist on Sunday with-
out Confession on Saturday. What happened to confession? How did it move out of our spiritual lives in
such a short period of time?

[ think it is because a lot of us became swell guys at some point. Swell is easy; great is too much
work. When given the option for greatness in life, it's easy to opt out time and time again. Until it be-
comes a swell guy’s favorite option -- spiritual mediocrity. It is a benign mediocrity that tells me not to
worry. It preaches that it is more comfortable to be ordinary than a saint. Or at least, that’s what it is
comfortable to believe. Good seems too hard. Mediocrity seems too easy. It tells me I'm a swell guy.
We live in a universe that is just about filled with swell guys. I think that is the most pervasive sin of our
times. More than anything else, benign spiritual mediocrity steals our sense of personal sin. It tells us
that the only sin are great sins; and that any sin - great or small - can be talked around and through with
a healthy dose of rationalization.

In fact, benign spiritual mediocrity tells us that there is essentially no sin at all, just swell guys
like me trying to get by. Such mediocrity undermines any thought that a swell guy needs to encounter
the forgiveness of God and the call to constant conversion through the Sacrament of Penance.

Back in the day, [ was taught that the Sacrament of Penance was our way of encountering the for-
giveness of God. And God’s way of showing us forgiveness. I grew out of confession when I didn’t think I
needed forgiveness. I came back when I learned that forgiveness is everything. Especially for a swell
guy.

St. Peter’s Advent Penance Service (with four priests available) will be Thursday, Decem-
ber 15th at 7pm. All are welcome.

A couple other things:

If you have dropped your landline phone service in recent times, as as to rely on a cell phone number,
please make sure that the parish office has a contact number for you.. We often get “sorry, that number
is no longer in service” when calling parishioners from our directory of phone numbers. Your coopera-
tion is much appreciated.
