(Emmaus Journey Reflection) 

Dear Parishioners 13 June 2010 

 The burden of guilt is a heavy load to bear, a load made even more heavy when we awake to how 

the consequence of our sin has negatively impacted others—which it almost always does. David, in this 

week‟s first reading found himself in just such a predicament. David, entrapped by the lust of his eyes, 

pursued the gratification of his flesh through adultery without considering the consequences of his actions. 

When his paramour became pregnant he attempted and failed to conceal his guilt and in desperation ma-

nipulated the circumstances so that they resulted in the death of her husband, Uriah. But he learned a valu-

able truth the hard way: sin cannot be hidden from God, and usually not from others either.  

 Though David responded in true repentance when the prophet Nathan confronted him, and sought 

and gained forgiveness from God, he could not change the lingering affects of his sin and the dire conse-

quences they brought upon both his family and his nation, Israel. You see, sin can be likened to spikes 

driven into a healthy tree. Though the wielder of the hammer may later regret his actions and pull the 

spikes from the tree, the scarring affects linger forever. So it is with some sins, though repented of and 

forgiven, their scarring affects on ourselves and others are hard to remove. And so awakened to the reality 

of his sin and its affects, David sought and obtained forgiveness. He could attest with the Psalmist, 

“Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered. Blessed is the man to whom the 

LORD imputes no iniquity.”  

 In the Gospel reading we see another long-lasting affect, one that should be forever, namely the 

overflowing gratitude that comes from knowing that one‟s sins are forgiven. This story of the woman who 

anointed Jesus‟ feet with her tears and her precious perfume, and dried them with her hair and her kisses, 

is an illustration of how gratitude should move us to action. This is the mark of the Christian life—“the 

love of Christ controls us, because we are convinced that one has died for all … that those who live might 

live no longer for themselves but for him who for their sake died and was raised.” (2 Corinthian 5:14,15) 

Gratitude for sins forgiven is a force that propels us to Christ honoring dedication and action. Where there 

is little dedication and action there is little gratitude.  

 David and the woman who anointed Jesus stand in stark contrast to one another when it comes to 

how they dealt with their sin. One concealed the other revealed. The Psalmist advises us to “acknowledge 

our sin,”—to call a spade a spade, to identify and name our sins for what they are. Further he cautions us 

to not try and cover them up, to diminish their significance, excuse, or mislabel them. It is only when we 

openly confess and acknowledge our sins that the burden of guilt can be removed and the joy of a restored 

relationship with the Father can be experienced.  

 This is one of the major benefits of participating in frequent reconciliation. The burden of guilt 

cannot continue to intensify over time or overwhelm us with their magnitude when they are consistently 

dealt with as the Psalmist suggests. Rather the burden of guilt is lifted as frequently as we confess and re-

pent of our sins and avail ourselves of reconciliation. We in turn, through this process, are empowered to 

live for Christ, motivated by gratitude for the gracious forgiveness of our sin and removal of the burden of 

guilt.

A Letter From Parish Council President, Jim Nurrenbern 
 

 As Parish Council President I would like to congratulate all members of 

Saint Peter Parish in our recent success that we have witnessed in the reduction of 

our Parish debt.  Just two years ago we were stuck in a rut of mounting debt and 

were forced to hold checks that were owed to the Jefferson City Diocese as funds 

were not available to cover the bills during that difficult period.  Since that time 

much has been done to actively reduce our debt. 

 Careful tracking of our cash flow requires that I come to you to inform of 

another potential developing adverse financial trend for our Parish.  Based on our 

current income and actual expenses for the 2010 fiscal year ending June 30, 2010, 

we are predicting an income shortfall of approximately $18,000.

*Historically, the months of May and June expenses exceed collections. 

**Remaining amount due to Diocese but not received through collections for --Lay 

Retirement,  Seminary Assessment (Christmas collection), and Infirm Priest  As-

sessment (Easter collection). 

 

 On behalf of Father Karl and the Parish Council, we ask you to contribute 

additional giving to eliminate our shortfall.  Please place the word “shortfall” on 

contributions that are in addition to your normal Parish support.  If you are unable to 

provide additional financial support your support is requested in the participation of 

the various Parish fundraising events or in the maintenance of our facilities and 

grounds.  In the meantime, you have my word that we will do our best in the respon-

sible management of our finances allowing continued support of our St. Peter Parish 

mission.  The Finance Committee is currently developing the budget for 2010-2011 

and has addressed the situations that created this shortfall.

experience into their witness of solitary prayer, communal charity and wor-

ship, and promotion of contemplative spirituality in this world that can so 

easily distract us from the God who loves it still.

Deb Jacobsen, Parish Secretary, was in attendance to record the minutes. 

 

Meeting was called to order by Mike West. Ken Niemeyer led the committee in prayer. 

 

Minutes of the previous meeting were reviewed with no additions or corrections. 

 

The financial statement for the month of April was reviewed.   

 

The checkbook balance is a negative balance of $12,740.00.  Recent Sunday collection totals are lower 

than anticipated. 

 

The next item of business was how to best publish more financial information in the weekly bulletin.  Jim 

Nurrenbern had submitted a format to use in disclosing expenditures and well as additional income.  Much 

discussion was had, and it was decided that a format would be added to the bulletin in July.  A sample re-

port will be made available for the June meeting for further review. 

 

Budget for 2010—11 was reviewed and changes added.  School Board will present Scrip information for 

budget consideration by June 10, 2010. 

 

The School Lunch Program report was reviewed.  This program continues to do well and anticipates pay-

ing back the parish loan by the end of the fiscal year. 

 

A „Guideline for Finance Council‟ was presented to the committee by the Pastor‟s office for review and 

discussion in the June meeting.
