(Emmaus Journey Reflection) 

Dear Parishioners 20 June 2010 

 "This kingdom and this salvation, which are the key words of Jesus Christ‟s evangelization, are available 

to every human being as grace and mercy, … each individual gains them through a total interior renewal which 

the Gospel calls metanoia; it is a radical conversion, a profound change of mind and heart.” 1  

This week‟s Gospel reading gives us a peek into a major moment of metanoia in the disciples lives. Jesus, 

having revealed himself to the disciples by words and deeds, initiates a moment of conversion—a time of faith 

brought to fruition, a time of movement from vagueness to clarity, and from indecision to action.  

The two questions Jesus asked Peter required Peter to make a decision as to whether he was going to hide 

behind the indecision and meaningless speculation of the crowd or whether he was going to courageously and 

openly take a stand on what he believed. Perhaps being a fisherman he knew that any dead fish can float down-

stream. It takes no effort to go through life ever musing with others about Jesus. Let‟s face it he is a good topic of 

conversation. But it takes strength and courage to openly declare that you believe he is the Christ, the Son of God 

and are going to follow him.  

Once we have made a similar declaration it demonstrates that we have undergone a “radical conversion, a 

profound change of mind and heart,” and it calls for a continuing radical conversion and profound change. Con-

version and change disrupt the status quo and complacency of our lives. In Jesus‟ words it requires that we con-

tinuously deny ourselves—something for which we have had little experience and for which we have had little 

desire.  

Fortunately, Jesus introduces a paradox, a statement that seems contradictory to common sense but which is 

apparently true, to motivate and focus the disciples on the rewards of denying one‟s self. For, “Whoever would 

save his life will lose it; and whoever loses his life for my sake, he will save it.” We can almost see the disciples 

quizzically look at one another and hear their silently mouthed question, “How can these things be?”  

Jesus, of course, is referring to the exchanged life wherein we are able to exchange a mediocre existence for 

one of purpose and vitality. This seems contradictory since many of us believe that a life of self-gratification and 

self-preservation will lead to peace, happiness, and prosperity. It never has and never will for more than a moment 

or two. 

The richest, most powerful man in the world learned this lesson and left us an accounting of his conclusions. 

Solomon had unbridled power, uncountable riches, and wives and lovers without number yet concluded that they 

only secured emptiness. “All things are full of weariness; a man cannot utter it; the eye is not satisfied with see-

ing, nor the ear filled with hearing …” 2  

The exchanged life of which Jesus speaks in this paradox is the happy exchange of emptiness for a deeply 

satisfying relationship with the living God and a life filled with purpose, and “A fountain … to cleanse from sin 

and uncleanness” and participation in God‟s eternal promises as the other readings attest.  

Unfortunately the response of many to this exchanged life creates an enigma—something difficult to understand 

and explain. If these two truths, that Jesus is the Christ and that we can exchange a life of endless mediocrity and 

dissatisfying emptiness for a deeply satisfying relationship with God, are indeed true, and they are, why would 

someone not choose to embrace and follow Jesus. You can‟t explain it. As Pope Paul VI explained this kingdom 

and salvation is available to every human being—including you.

At the 

age of sixteen, Aloysius felt pulled to the priesthood. Not all of his fam-

ily agreed with his desire to join the Jesuit order, but eventually they al-

lowed him to join and study to be a priest.  Saint Aloysius served others 

happily.  Later, he helped those who became sick from the plague.  He 

courageously aided the sick-willing to give his life for them.   

 

Whenever we encounter others who mock us for living our faith, we can 

ask St. Aloysius Gonzaga to pray directly to God in heaven that we  

persevere in strength and humility like he did.

A Letter From Parish Council President, Jim Nurrenbern 
 

 As Parish Council President I would like to congratulate all members of 

Saint Peter Parish in our recent success that we have witnessed in the reduction of 

our Parish debt.  Just two years ago we were stuck in a rut of mounting debt and 

were forced to hold checks that were owed to the Jefferson City Diocese as funds 

were not available to cover the bills during that difficult period.  Since that time 

much has been done to actively reduce our debt. 

 Careful tracking of our cash flow requires that I come to you to inform of 

another potential developing adverse financial trend for our Parish.  Based on our 

current income and actual expenses for the 2010 fiscal year ending June 30, 2010, 

we are predicting an income shortfall of approximately $18,000. 

.                    

*Historically, the months of May and June expenses exceed collections. 

**Remaining amount due to Diocese but not received through collections for --Lay 

Retirement,  Seminary Assessment (Christmas collection), and Infirm Priest  As-

sessment (Easter collection). 

 

 On behalf of Father Karl and the Parish Council, we ask you to contribute 

additional giving to eliminate our shortfall.  Please place the word “shortfall” on 

contributions that are in addition to your normal Parish support.  If you are unable to 

provide additional financial support your support is requested in the participation of 

the various Parish fundraising events or in the maintenance of our facilities and 

grounds.  In the meantime, you have my word that we will do our best in the respon-

sible management of our finances allowing continued support of our St. Peter Parish 

mission.  The Finance Committee is currently developing the budget for 2010-2011 

and has addressed the situations that created this shortfall.

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Parish Council Meeting Minutes 

May 26, 2010 

 

Members present: Pat Smith, Sue Beaty, Joe Zimmermann, Kay Neudecker, Jim Nurrenbern. Ex-officio 

members present: Father Barmann, Deacon John Neudecker, Mary Otting. Guests present were Mr. Ron 

Vessell and Deb Jacobsen. Anita McGrath was absent. 

The meeting was called to order at 6:35 p.m.  Father Barmann led a prayer and scriptural reflection at the 

opening of the meeting. 

The minutes from the April meeting were approved as published. 

Commission Reports: 

 Administration: The finance meeting minutes were used as a finance report.  Fund Raisers were 

reviewed with brief discussion of the participation needed for the Street Fair food booth.  Building and 

Maintenance reported that fixing the church roof and waxing the school floors would be the focus for 

June.  Demographic reported that the computer program is very helpful as the parish office tracks liturgi-

cal ministries and other special talents. 

 Religious Education:  The PSR program is finished for this school year. We will have a Confir-

mation class for the 2010—11 year. RCIA will attend a Mystagogia Mass with Bishop Gaydos in Jeffer-

son City.  Scripture groups meeting on Sunday are enjoying good participation.  The Family Faith Forma-

tion session in May was attended by about 50 persons.  Discussion was held as to how to increase partici-

pation. 

 School Report: Father Barmann reported that our new School Principal, Cynthia Newman will 

officially begin work on July 1, 2010.  School enrollment for next year is projected to be 79 students in K-

8th.  Candidates for the 7th/8th grade teaching position are being interviewed, and a decision will be made 

soon. 

Old Business: The first order of old business was maintenance and that was covered previously in the 

Administration report.  The next order of business, the five year planning process was moved to the end of 

the agenda.  The third item of business was the finance report which was sent to all members prior to the 

meeting.  Any questions should be directed to Mike West or Joe Zimmermann.  The next item under old 

business was the Principal Search Committee which is now inactive as a principal has been hired.  The 

last item of old business was bus transportation, and it was decided by general consensus to no longer pur-

sue this avenue. 

New Business: The first item of new business was the Deanery report.  Kay Neudecker had nothing new 

to report.  Her tenure with the deanery expires this fall, and Pat Smith will be taking her place with the 

Mexico Deanery.  The second item of new business was communication.  The „shortfall‟ letter in the bul-

letin, provided by Jim Nurrenbern, seemed well received.  The school advisory board needs to have their 

link of the web site updated.  Pat Smith brought forth a verbal proposal for „town meetings‟ within the 

parish to better open communication between all aspects of the parish. 

Parish Planning Process:  Mr. Ron Vessell presented a printed report for the council members to review 

before the next meeting.  Mr. Vessell briefly reviewed the material in the report and the next steps to be 

taken by the council.  The Pastoral Planning Committee is no longer active as that committee has com-

pleted its tasks.  It is now the Parish Council‟s responsibility to write priorities and goals for the parish.  

Each member is to bring two priorities, from the information given to the next council meeting. 

 

Next Parish Council Meeting will be June 23, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. 

 

Meeting was closed in prayer led by Father Barmann.
