.(Emmanus Jouney Reflection) 

Dear Parishioners  6 June 2001 

      The last verse of this weekôs Gospel Reading says, ñAnd they took up what was left over, twelve bas-

kets of broken pieces.ò The reference to broken pieces reminds me of an incident that happened during 

Lent a few years ago. At our parish during Lent, the people responsible for the liturgical decorations 

strategically placed cracked and broken clay pots among the floral decorations to remind us of our 

brokenness. A friendôs granddaughter, about six years old, was sitting near the front of the church 

and upon observing the broken pots laying about, turned to her granddad and said, ñGranddad, this 

place is a mess!ò Well sometimes our brokenness certainly is a mess, but it also can be a source of en-

couragement and hope when people realize that Jesus receives us in our brokenness, and makes us 

whole again. 

Christôs body and blood probably did not appear very attractive either. Sometimes I think we are 

spoiled by the sophisticated beauty of our gold and silver crucifix jewelry, and are subtly deceived into 

minimizing the awfulness of the cross. When once visiting Spain we saw many Santos, statutes used in 

religious processions, and a lot of Spanish art depicting Jesusô sacrifice. Many of them made us cringe 

due to their vivid and gory depictions, and rightly so. Christôs death for us was a brutalization of his 

body and the spilling of his real blood. The rebuffs of the palace guards were not merely verbal af-

fronts, but they rendered real physical blows on his body that bruised and battered our Lord. The 

crown of thorns fashioned for him to wear was made of real, long, flesh piercing thorns that provided 

a crown of pain pushed forcibly into the flesh of his scalp. The nails were real. The next time you are 

in a hardware store go to the nail bins and pick up and handle some of the spikes. Pick up spikes large 

enough to pierce through a manôs hands and feet, and to go deep enough into the wood to hold the per-

son upright on a piece of tree. Realize that similar spikes, though less slender and sophisticated, were 

forcefully driven through our Lordôs body, pounded again, and again, and again, until the nails were 

securely imbedded in the log. Imagine the jolt and tearing of the flesh as the cross was raised and 

dropped into the posthole. It was gory! It should make us cringe. 

      No matter how unpleasant the scene may be in our minds, or how long the image lingers there, we 

must be able to envision it to return some semblance of reality to what it cost our Lord to secure our 

salvation. His was a battered, bruised and bloodied body that hung and died on the cross. The Scrip-

ture says in Hebrews 9:22, ñIndeed, under the law almost everything is purified with blood, and without 

the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness of sins.ò So Jesus shed it all. We would do well to devote 

more time to reflecting on Jesusô sacrifice. Though salvation is free it is not price-less, it cost a heavy 

price. Continued meditation on Christôs Holy Body and Blood gives us an accurate understanding of 

what our salvation cost Jesus. From that understanding comes a proper response of gratitude, devo-

tion, and commitment. ñIt was necessary that it be this way. How else could he have borne the totality 

of the worldôs sin? He had to bear all that the world did to him, and all the consequences of all the 

crimes of all time, of which what we did to him is the chief.ò (from Death on a Friday Afternoon, by Fr. 

R. J. Neuhaus) The little girlôs comments could have referred to the worldôs spiritual and moral condi-

tion, ñThis place is a mess!ò It certainly is, and the Holy Body and Blood of Jesus Christ is the remedy 

for healing and putting the pieces of our lives back together.

"I will comfort them in all their afflictions.  I will establish peace in their homes.  I 

will bestow abundant blessings on all their undertakings.  I will bless every place 

where a picture of my Heart shall be displayed and honored."  These words were 

spoken to St. Margaret Mary by Jesus in a vision in the late 1600's.  This coming 

Friday is the feast day of the Sacred Heart of Jesus.  As we look at a picture of our 

Lord's Sacred Heart, we see His heart with rays of light around it, fire blazing on the 

top of it, a crown of thorns over it, and also the wound from the soldier's spear left 

from His death on the Cross.  The rays of light show God's Majesty, the fire repre-

sents God's burning love for us, the crown of thorns and cross recall His sacrifice for 

our sins, and the wound on the side reminds us of when that Sacred Heart was 

pierced so that the world might be redeemed.  What an awesome symbol of love and 

forgiveness Jesus' heart is.  In fact, the Church dedicates the whole month of June to 

honor His Sacred Heart.  When Jesus appeared to St. Margaret Mary, He told her to 

spread the message of His Sacred Heart and Jesus gave 12 promises to bless those 

who honor Him.  Jesus said, "Those who promote this devotion shall have their 

names written in my Heart, never to be effaced."

A Letter From Parish Council President, Jim Nurrenbern 
 

 As Parish Council President I would like to congratulate all members of 

Saint Peter Parish in our recent success that we have witnessed in the reduction of 

our Parish debt.  Just two years ago we were stuck in a rut of mounting debt and 

were forced to hold checks that were owed to the Jefferson City Diocese as funds 

were not available to cover the bills during that difficult period.  Since that time 

much has been done to actively reduce our debt. 

 Careful tracking of our cash flow requires that I come to you to inform of 

another potential developing adverse financial trend for our Parish.  Based on our 

current income and actual expenses for the 2010 fiscal year ending June 30, 2010, 

we are predicting an income shortfall of approximately $18,000.

*Historically, the months of May and June expenses exceed collections. 

**Remaining amount due to Diocese but not received through collections for --Lay 

Retirement,  Seminary Assessment (Christmas collection), and Infirm Priest  As-

sessment (Easter collection). 

 

 On behalf of Father Karl and the Parish Council, we ask you to contribute 

additional giving to eliminate our shortfall.  Please place the word ñshortfallò on 

contributions that are in addition to your normal Parish support.  If you are unable to 

provide additional financial support your support is requested in the participation of 

the various Parish fundraising events or in the maintenance of our facilities and 

grounds.  In the meantime, you have my word that we will do our best in the respon-

sible management of our finances allowing continued support of our St. Peter Parish 

mission.  The Finance Committee is currently developing the budget for 2010-2011 

and has addressed the situations that created this shortfall.

MOST SACRED HEART OF JESUS 

June 11 
 Think of countless T-shirts and bumper stickers: ñI (BIG RED 

HEART) a city/pet/candidate/whatever.ò The heart is truly the universal sym-

bol of love. Catholic tradition pictures Jesusô heart as living token of re-

demptive love. The Gospels describe Jesusô heart as ñmeek and hum-

bleò (Matthew 11:29), ñfull of compassionò (Matthew 9:36), a ñfountain of 

living waterò (John 7:37-39), of ñblood [Eucharist] and water 

[Baptism]ò (John 19:34), sacraments of the churchôs birth, new Eve from 

new Adamôs side. The Sacred Heart devotion blossomed in the seventeenth 

century, countering an overemphasis on spiritual unworthiness and an in-

creasing secular contempt for religion with loving affection for Jesus and 

encouragement of frequent Communion. The devotionôs ñapostleò was the 

humble nun Saint Margaret Mary Alacoque (1647-90), who envisioned Je-

sus, pointing to his burning, wounded heart and lamenting the worldôs indif-

ference: ñBehold the Heart that has loved people so and is loved so little in 

return!ò This cherished Catholic devotion reminds us that, no matter how 

sophisticated the theology in our heads, discipleship is also, perhaps more 

so, a matter of the heart.

PARISH COUNCIL MINUTES FROM APRIL 28,2010 MEETING 

  
Present: Fr. Karl , Jim Nurrenbern , Pat Smith, Sue Beatty , Kay Neudecker , Cindy Loftus,                                John 

Neudecker , Joe Zimmerman , Anita McGrath and Deb Jacobsen 

Meeting opened with prayer and scripture reflection by Father Karl. 

Minutes of March meeting approved. 

Deb Jacobsen presented a proposal for a summer program to be held at ECLC. The program would encompass kids K-3 , all 

would be welcome, current St Peter families will get first priority for sign up. The program would include lunch, snacks, crafts , 

day trips, etc. The cost would be $85/per week per child and would run 6/1 ï 8/13. There could be a potential revenue after ex-

penses of $425 per week. After discussion , proposal approved. 

Commission Reports : Due to technical issues there are no reports to include in these minutes. 

Old Business : 

A. Maintenance Work List : We are moving along on the assorted repairs as needed. Items are being reported in a 

timely manner and will be addressed in order of priority. 

B. 5 year plan update: The committee met with Ron Vessel and turned in organization lists for Ron to work on. There 

will be a review of strengths , etc with a report being compiled next week. Ron will be here for the May Parish 

Council meeting . 

C. Principal Search Committee : Jim Nurrenbern reported that there has been some difficulty finding good candidates. 

There were 2 people interviewed, but both have withdrawn from the process. May have to consider an interim prin-

cipal if no acceptable can be found soon. The committee will have another meeting in the near future. All members 

asked to pray for a good candidate. 

D. Financial report review : Joe Zimmerman presented a review of the fiscal year budget : The budget was reviewed 

and there will be a budget shortfall of approximately $18,000 in the June budget. Collections are typically down in 

June and July due to vacations ,etc. Joe noted that the ñdebt reductionò envelopes have dropped off due to the pay-

ing off of the debt of loans. It was decided that we need to inform the parish members about the projected shortfall 

and request additional help in reducing that shortfall.  

E. Final review/approval of the Constitution and By-laws: The revised By-laws were reviewed and approved by all 

Parish Council members. 

F. Bus transportation: Tabled until next meeting 

New Business: 

A. Deanery Report: Kay Neudecker reported that there was a meeting last week. The talking points were given to late 

to be presented for this meeting. There was a consensus that Wednesdays are no longer a ñsacred nightò , meaning 

that there is no longer the general consensus in communities that Wednesdays are ñchurch nightsò . Sports events 

now take priority over kids being in Church. The emphasis seems to be on sports not Church and faith. There will 

need to be a new Deanery Representative appointed in October as Kayôs term will be over. 

B. Communications: The Parish Council continues to strive for better communications within the Parish and School 

community.  

C. Recommendations for putting agenda on the website: There was much discussion regarding putting the Parish Coun-

cil agenda on the website. All felt that is an acceptable plan. 

It was reported by Jim Nurrenbern that Mary Nurrenbern is no longer with B & N Accounting. We will continue to have Mary 

be the Parish accountant. All records requested from B & N.
