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Dear Parishioners 16 of May 2010

The incarnation and the Ascension of the Lord stand out as two giant parentheses around the life of Jesus
that proclaim the same message--this person is sent from heaven. Over 45 times in the Gospel of John
alone are references made to this fact that Jesus is sent from God in heaven. If it were not so, people
would claim that the Good News was just another religious philosophy devised by a clever man. How-
ever, both the Incarnation, with the angel’s messages and the miracles surrounding it, and the Ascension,
Jesus’ visible ascent into the clouds, which was preceded by the resurrection miracles, completely affirm
that Jesus is the “Sent One.” This conclusive proof was essential for Jesus’ disciples in light of the
worldwide mission they were to embrace and the worldwide persecution they they were to encounter.

In addition, Jesus’ ascension was necessary for the disciples for the disciples to be able to have Christ’s
presence with them at all times and for all time. Jesus said, “Neverthel ess | t elll
advantage that | go away, for if | do not go away, The Advocate will not come to you, but if | go away, |
wi | | s end The asaensidn ovas notathe renioval of Jesus from the world but the means through
which the Holy Spirit came. It made possible for Jesus to ever indwell his followers. From Jesus’ As-
cension and the coming of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, the Apostles spoke of “Christ in you,” when re-
ferring to the life of his followers. (The book of Ephesians wonderfully enlarges on this truth.) It is his
indwelling presence that gives us hope as we endeavor to complete the tasks he gives us.

The Holy Spirit, whose presence was made possible by Jesus’ ascension, also enables us to accept and
accomplish the task of being a witness. In fact, I think it is safe to say that one of then evidences of the
Holy Spirit’s presence is that we do become witnesses. At least in the passage of Scripture in this week’s
First Reading that is the implication. Jesus promised that with the Holy Spirit would come “power”.
Further, Jesus says that when this takes place that the disciples “shall bee” his witnesses. The implica-
tion is that a cause and effect relationship will take place. The Holy Spirit with his accompanying power
is the cause, and the effect is that they would be “witnesses.” Should we assume when a person received
the Holy Spirit today that the same cause and effect relationship no longer exists? I don’t think so.

The ascension underscores the task of evangelization. If we had been there we too would have been
dumbfounded, standing, staring into the sky, with our mouths open in awe. It would have been a phe-
nomenal event to observe. But once it was aver, these disciples were jolted back to reality by two men,
undoubtedly angels, who for practical purposes said, “Hey, why are you standing around, he is going to
come back in the same way he departed, so let’s get with it.” So Jesus’ ascension provides an imperative
for the great commission, to take the Gospel into the world.

These days there is a lot of interest in reading a series of fictional books based on the return of Christ.
But Christ’s return is not fiction. Nor was it meant to simply provive entertaining stimulation for our

Preparing for Pentecost — rekin-
dle the gifts of the Holy Spirit in
your daily lives.

A good summary / survey of the Bible is
difficult to achieve. The Bible is comprised
of 2 testaments, 66 different books, 1189
chapters, 31173 verses, and 773692 words.
The different books of the Bible cover
different topics and were addressed to
different audiences. The books of the Bible
were written by approximately 40 different
men over a period of approximately 1500
years. A summary / survey of the entire
Bible is therefore a major undertaking.

At the same time, the Holy Spirit was the
"inspiring" author of the Bible. God
"breathed out" His Word and used the
prophets and apostles to write His Word
down (2 Timothy 3:16-17; 2 Peter 1:21).
Further, all those who have placed their
faith in Jesus Christ have the Holy Spirit
indwelling them (Romans 8:9; 1 Corin-
thians 12:13). The Holy Spirit desires to
help us to understand the Bible (1 Corin-
thians 2:10-16).

WORTHY WITNESSES

It may seem odd that, so soon
after celebrating Jesus’ glorious ascension
into heaven, we hear the gruesome tale of
Stephen’s martyrdom. But even in our most
celebratory times, Christianity is a faith that
always recalls the difficulties of living the
will of God in the world. That is why the
Church places Stephen’s feast day, Decem-
ber 26, immediately after our celebration of
the birth of Christ. In the rthythm of today’s
readings, the account of Stephen’s martyr-
dom is a reminder that, with Christ ascended
into heaven, the mission of giving witness to
him—including his suffering and death—
falls to those who have been baptized into
the Holy Spirit and bear his name. In his
final moment, Stephen shows himself a true
namesake of Jesus, as he echoes the words
of forgiveness spoken from the cross. The
prayer we hear Jesus offer in today’s Gospel
was also a prayer for Stephen, who came to
believe in Jesus through the word of the
apostles. No matter what fate life holds for
us, we always have this consolation of our
Easter faith: Christ has prayed to the Father
on our behalf. Let us, like Stephen, be wor-
thy witnesses to our name “Christian.”

A Letter From Parish Council President, Jim Nurrenbern

5/11/2010
As Parish Council President I would like to congratulate all members of Saint Peter Parish in our recent success that we have witnessed in the
reduction of our Parish debt. Just two years ago we were stuck in a rut of mounting debt and were forced to hold checks that were owed to the
Jefterson City Diocese as funds were not available to cover the bills during that difficult period. Since that time much has been done to ac-
tively reduce our debt.
Saint Peter Parish rose in response to our dire financial situation a couple of years ago. Father Karl and Parish Committees strove to communi-
cate the condition of our Parish financial situation to you, the members of Saint Peter Parish. In response, members of Saint Peter Parish re-
sponded through generous normal Sunday collections. Fund raising efforts have been heightened by members of our Parish. These fundrais-
ing events have involved many members of our Parish, too numerous to mention by name and included all organizations of our Parish. In
addition, our budget has been reviewed carefully and adjustments made in an effort to align expenses with collections. Special efforts by our
School Advisory Board, Finance Committee, and Parish Council have placed emphasis on the responsible stewardship of our finances and
awareness of our cash flow.
Careful tracking of our cash flow requires that I come to you to inform of another potential developing adverse financial trend for our Parish.
Based on our current income and actual expenses for the 2010 fiscal year ending June 30, 2010, we are predicting an income shortfall of
approximately $18,000.

St. Peter is projecting a deficit of approximately $18,177 by June 30, 2010. Please see below:

Check book balance — June 30, 2009 $ 9,072.00
Expenses exceeding collections as of April 30,2010 -21,812.00
*Assume May & June 2010 collections=expenses 0.00
**Diocesan Assessments due June 30, 2010 - 15,437.00
Projected May Fling 2010 income +10.000.00
Estimated deficit June 30, 2010 ($18,177.00)

*Historically, the months of May and June expenses exceed collections.
**Remaining amount due to Diocese but not received through collections for --Lay Retirement, Seminary Assessment (Christmas
collection), and Infirm Priest Assessment (Easter collection).

On behalf of Father Karl and the Parish Council, we ask you to contribute additional giving to eliminate our shortfall. Please place the word
“shortfall” on contributions that are in addition to your normal Parish support. If you are unable to provide additional financial support your
support is requested in the participation of the various Parish fundraising events or in the maintenance of our facilities and grounds. In the
meantime, you have my word that we will do our best in the responsible management of our finances allowing continued support of our St.
Peter Parish mission. The Finance Committee is currently developing the budget for 2010-2011 and has addressed the situations that created
this shortfall.
