
Holy Trinity Sunday  May 30, 2010

 

Dear Parishioners 30 May 2010, 

      Today is Trinity Sunday as we celebrate the three divine persons, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 

What a deal! It is better than a buy-one-get-one-free sale. With Christ, when you believe in him, you receive 

not only him but also the other two persons of the Trinity. And the cost is solely born by Jesus, all we need 

to do is simply believe and receive him, and the Father and the Holy Spirit join him in indwelling our lives. 

In the early days of Christianity there was a lot of confusion regarding the definition of the Trinity, how-

ever the reality of the Trinity never was in doubt. The term ñTrinityò is not specifically used in Scripture so 

it was necessary for the early church fathers to develop a statement summarizing this reality. During the 

first couple of centuries of Christianity, as good people endeavored to explain the Trinity, various opposing 

definition were put forth. These definitions spanned the gamut of competing and sometimes contradictory 

beliefs. Finally at the Council of Nicea (325 AD) the Church affirmed and clarified the doctrine of the Trin-

ity in what we now refer to as the Nicene Creed, which we profess during Mass. The issue was never a 

question of either the reality or legitimacy of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit but of how they related and 

the part each played in salvation. We can see this in an early quote by Clement, Bishop of Rome around 

100AD: ñDo we not have one God and one Christ and one Spirit of grace, a Spirit that was poured out 

upon us?ò (From Catholicism, by Richard P. McBrien) The early Church experienced the reality of the 

Trinityôs involvement in their lives. 

We too should not simply have a head knowledge of this doctrinal truth but a daily reliance on the Trin-

ityôs presence in our lives. Sacred Scripture tells us of this indwelling: 

 ǒ ñéI have been crucified with Christ and it is no longer I who live, but it is Christ who lives in 

me.ò (Gal. 2:19-20) 

 ǒ ñOr do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit within you, which you have 

from God, and that you are not your own?ò (1 Corinthians 6:19) 

 ǒ ñFor we are the temple of the living God; as God said, óI will live in them and walk among them, 

and I will be their God. éôò (2 Corinthians 6:16) 

The Trinity is a reality that we carry within us as members of his body. The Trinity is with us where 

ever we go and in whatever we do, and the Trinity is an audience to all of our conversations. The Father, 

Son and Holy Spirit live in us to quicken or make alive our conscience, to guide and motivate us to make 

the right decisions and to do the right things, and to give us the power to break the chains of enslaving hab-

its and natural inclinations that are contrary to God. 

What a deal!!! We get so much by believing in Jesus Christ and becoming his disciples. St. Ambrose 

explains it this way, ñMy Father and I will come and make our home with him.ò Let your door stand open 

to receive him, unlock your soul to him, offer him a welcome in your mind, and then you will see the riches 

of simplicity, the treasures of peace, the joy of grace. Throw wide the gate of your heart, stand before the 

sun of the everlasting light that shines on every man. This true light shines on all, but if anyone closes his 

window he will deprive himself of eternal light. If you shut the door of your mind, you shut out Christ. 

Though he can enter, he does not want to force his way in rudely, or compel us to admit him against our 

will. é ñChrist comes to this door and knocks; he knocks at these gates. Open to him; he wants to en-

teréò (LH III, 469) 

 Letôs open our hearts to Christ and affirm on this Most Holy Trinity Sunday that we will not simply 

allow the Trinity to be a doctrine we profess, but to become an indwelling relationship we cherish.

A Letter From Parish Council President, Jim Nurrenbern 
 

5/11/2010 

As Parish Council President I would like to congratulate all members of Saint Peter 

Parish in our recent success that we have witnessed in the reduction of our Parish 

debt.  Just two years ago we were stuck in a rut of mounting debt and were forced to 

hold checks that were owed to the Jefferson City Diocese as funds were not avail-

able to cover the bills during that difficult period.  Since that time much has been 

done to actively reduce our debt. 

Saint Peter Parish rose in response to our dire financial situation a couple of years 

ago.  Father Karl and Parish Committees strove to communicate the condition of our 

Parish financial situation to you, the members of Saint Peter Parish.  In response, 

members of Saint Peter Parish responded through generous normal Sunday collec-

tions.  Fund raising efforts have been heightened by members of our Parish.  These 

fundraising events have involved many members of our Parish, too numerous to 

mention by name and included all organizations of our Parish.  In addition, our 

budget has been reviewed carefully and adjustments made in an effort to align ex-

penses with collections.  Special efforts by our School Advisory Board, Finance 

Committee, and Parish Council have placed emphasis on the responsible steward-

ship of our finances and awareness of our cash flow.     

Careful tracking of our cash flow requires that I come to you to inform of another 

potential developing adverse financial trend for our Parish.  Based on our current 

income and actual expenses for the 2010 fiscal year ending June 30, 2010, we are 

predicting an income shortfall of approximately $18,000. 

 

     St. Peter is projecting a deficit of approximately $18,177 by June 30, 2010.

On behalf of Father Karl and the Parish Council, we ask you to contribute additional 

giving to eliminate our shortfall.  Please place the word ñshortfallò on contributions 

that are in addition to your normal Parish support.  If you are unable to provide addi-

tional financial support your support is requested in the participation of the various 

Parish fundraising events or in the maintenance of our facilities and grounds.  In the 

meantime, you have my word that we will do our best in the responsible manage-

ment of our finances allowing continued support of our St. Peter Parish mission.  

The Finance Committee is currently developing the budget for 2010-2011 and has 

addressed the situations that created this shortfall.
