From the
Pasftor
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Dear Parishioners 9 May 2010,

As we read this week’s Gospel Reading, we need to keep in mind that Jesus is not only talking to us but
was first of all talking to his disciples, the future apostles of the Church. Though there is definitely a corol-
lary message and application to us, the immediate message was for these future leaders. Jesus had spent
his ministry years being continually harassed by the scribes and Pharisees who, much like an annoying lit-
tle dog nipping at one’s heels, constantly nit-picked Jesus’ message, totally missing the heart and spirit of
his words. Jesus did not want the path of his followers to go down into a similar quagmire of spiritual le-
galism. So on this last evening with them he explained how they can avoid this trap.

As so often with Jesus, we see that an emphasis on knowledge alone is superseded by an emphasis on
knowledge applied. Twice Jesus repeats that if we love him we will ‘keep’ his words. The spirituality of a
person who knows only a little of Jesus’ word yet reveres and does what he says, far exceeds that of a per-
son who knows much, but applies little. Keeping his word is so important that Jesus promises that the Fa-
ther will reward that person by making his home with them. A desire to keep his word will lead us to focus
on the heart and intent of Jesus’ teachings--what did he mean for us to be as a result of them. When we
become like Christ we automatically do the right thing. Whereas if we simply become a present day
Pharisee, our focus will be on making sure we externally do the right things, frequently missing the internal
transformation of spirit which should take place.

The other significant factor in avoiding this quagmire of legalism is yielding to the presence of the Holy
Spirit. We have Sacred Scriptures today because of this truth: “the Holy Spirit...will teach you all things,
and bring to your remembrance all that I have said to you.” When the Holy Spirit indwelled these disci-
ples, the Apostles of the early Church, he enabled them to remember the words and incidences of Jesus’
life and to record them for posterity. In addition he gave these Apostles spiritual insight that enabled them
to sort through the theological issues of the emerging Church and discern and define truth. That is illus-
trated in the First Reading. Judaizers were following Paul and Barnabas’ ministry and creating dissension
by focusing on a legalistic form of Christianity, rather than on the spirit of Christ’s teachings. On this
point you may recall Peter’s comment, that “no prophesy of Scripture is a matter of one’s own interpreta-
tion.” That is where the Judaizers got off base. They developed a doctrine in isolation that said, “Unless
you are circumcised...you cannot be saved.” Had they consulted with the apostles in Jerusalem prior to
preaching this doctrine they could have avoided disrupting the peace of these early believers. When they
did not do so, Paul and Barnabas turned to the apostles to discern the truth, clarify the doctrine, and en-
courage these new Gentile believers in the faith.

What is the application for us today? It really is not that different, but nevertheless these are some very
crucial lessons to understand. First, we too should strive to live the Word, and to not simply accumulate
knowledge of it. Second, we should recognize and rely on the Holy Spirit to both enlighten our under-
standing and enable us to live Jesus’ Word in truth. Third, we should recognize the value of consulting
with the Church’s spiritual leaders for clarification of critical issues.

A good summary / survey of the Bible is
difficult to achieve.

The Holy Spirit desires to
help us to understand the Bible (1 Corin-
thians 2:10-16).

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April Finance Committee Meeting Minutes

Members present: Joe Zimmermann, Bob Schneider, Mary Nurrenbern, Verlin Uptergrove. Members excused:

Barmann, Cindy Loftus
Guests present: Jennifer Brady, Shawn Edgars, Wendy Foren, Jill Custard, Keith Jacobsen, Bill Dew, Sr.
Deb Jacobsen, Parish Secretary, was in attendance to record the minutes.

The meeting was called to order with prayer led by Father Barmann.
Joe Zimmerman to chair the meeting in the absence of Mike West. Mr. Zimmermann welcomed the guests and
asked if there were any comments or concerns. The guests presented their questions, and discussion was held con-
cerning the matters.
Minutes from the previous meeting were reviewed with no additions or corrections.

The financial statement for the month of March was reviewed. Sunday collections for March and April of 2010
not as strong as in 2009.

The checkbook balance is $3,224.00 and the total debt is approximately $175,059.00. The parish is look-
ing at a $21,000.00 shortfall at the end of the fiscal year (June 30, 2010) Discussion was held as to how we as a
parish can raise this money. Suggestions included Street Fair, perhaps May Fling will net more profit, Casino
Night, and collections. Concern was voiced that parishioners are worn out from fund raisers.

The next item of business was the September May Fling deposit from 2009. Mary Nurrenbern explained how
this deposit was mistakenly recorded in the wrong account and that error has been corrected. This should be evi-
dent in the April reports.

Budget for 2010-11 was reviewed, and changes made. Mary Nurrenbern will take the changes to chair Mike
West.

The school report was given by Principal Cindy Loftus. The Smart Boards and projectors will be financed with
grants and Home & School assistance. Pre-school enrollment is at 39 students. The public schools have received
funding to provide a Asthma care program, and we are included in the program to help those with asthma better
manage the ailment.

The School Lunch report was then reviewed. The lunch program is paying back the loan from the parish and
projections look good for the remainder of the fiscal year.

The scrip report was distributed to members before the meeting. Clarification was needed as to profit reported.
That figure is per month, not an accumulation. Two checks are still outstanding.

Maintenance report was given. Roof repairs seem more affordable at this time than roof replacement. Discussion
was held as to how to plan for future replacement of the roof. The ice machine is not working again. A plumber
will be here on April 20™ to diagnose what is wrong with it. Working to have it up and running by May Fling.

Discussion was held as to more posting of the finance committee minutes. Deb Jacobsen clarified that although
there is not a ‘link’ for finance committee on our web page, the bulletin is posted weekly on the web page, and the
minutes are published every month in the bulletin. Deb Jacobsen will better advertize the web page in the bulletin
and ask Mr. Rybold to provide a ‘link’ for the finance committee information.

May Fling tickets are on sale and new avenues of advertizing are being explored.

Next Finance Committee Meeting will be May 17, 2010 @ 6 p.m.

Meeting was closed in prayer led by Father Barmann.
