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Searching for God this Advent 
 
C.S. Lewis (1888-193) , the British professor at both Oxford and Cambridge Universities, is considered 
one of the most clear and insightful spokesmen for  a practical and down-to-earth Christian way of life. 
One of the 20th  century’s prominent Christian authors, he wrote the following in his book, Miracles: 
 

It is always shocking to meet life where we thought we were alone. “Look out!” we 
cry, “it’s alive.”  And therefore this is the very point at which so many draw back -- I 
would have done so myself if I could and proceed no further with Christianity.  An 
“impersonal God” -- well and good.  A subjective God of beauty, truth, and goodness, 
inside our own heads -- better still.  A formless life-force surging through us, a vast 
power which we can tap -- best of all.  But God Himself, alive, pulling at the other 
end of the cord, perhaps approaching at an infinite speed, the hunter, king, husband 
-- this is quite another matter.  There comes a moment when the children who have 
been playing hush suddenly:  was that a real footstep in the hall?  There comes a mo-
ment when people who have been dabbling in religion suddenly draw back.  Suppos-
ing we really found Him?  We never meant it to come to that! Worse still, supposing 
He found us? 

 
This Advent let us be willing to set aside some time each day to search for God -- or even better become 
aware that God has found us -- and let this change our lives. 
 
A couple of things:   Please be patient with yourselves and those around you as we commence this week-
end to use the new English translation of the Missal.  The pew-cards will help until we can grow familiar 
with the texts.  Try to keep a positive attitude and an open mind/heart as we set out together on a new 
way of expressing many of the words used at Mass.  It is meant to be more sublime and prayerful and 
less conversational or mundane.  I am sure that in a short time, it will enhance our experience of prayer, 
leading us to a deeper love and relationship with God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.   
 
Also:  Bequests are welcome.   If you are getting ready to do some estate planning or are in the process 
of redoing your will or trust, why not consider setting aside a gift for St. Peter’s?
