History of Saint Peter Parish, Fulton, Missouri  
The establishment of the Catholic Churchôs presence in Callaway County began in 
1831 when the Jesuit priests built two missions, one of which was in Fulton, Mis-
souri. 
 
St. Peter Church was built in 1875 on Nichols Street and was served for 30 years by 
priests from neighboring towns. The church was erected as a parish with its first 
resident pastor in 1905. St. Peter School opened in 1934. In 1956, the school and 
church were moved to new buildings at the current location on the corner of State 
Road Z and Wood Street and in 1990 an additional four classrooms, a kitchen and 
multipurpose building were added. Precious Blood Sisters from OôFallon, Missouri 
(1934-69), Irish Sisters of Mercy (1969-76) and the Sisters of Christian Charity from 
Wilmette, Illinois (1992-2008) have all taught in the school and served the parish 
under the guidance of 23 diocesan priests as pastors. 
 
This small parish encompasses the communities of Auxvasse, Calwood, Hatton, 
Kingdom City, Millersburg, New Bloomfield and Williamsburg as well as Fulton. The 
parish includes five public school districts, Missouri School for the Deaf, Westminster 
College, William Woods University, state mental institutions and penitentiaries. It 
also has one hospital, a nuclear power plant and the Winston Churchill Memorial ï 
site of the ñIron Curtainò speech. 
 
Historically and today, St. Peter parish strives to be a Catholic presence in a non-
Catholic county. In the early to mid 20th century, its now senior parishioners were 
shunned from business and social activities because they were known to be Catho-
lic. In this new millennium, St. Peter parishioners strive to model Catholic identity in a 
secular world and therefore the Catholic presence is known and felt by the Fulton 
community in its witness to the faith, its quality of education to its students, its social 
concerns outreach and the commitment to Catholic values and morality. 



St. Peter Parish Council 
The Council Meets on the fourth Wednesday of each month in the 
Marian Chapel Meeting Room at 6:30 p.m. The council consists of the 
Deacon (ex-officio), School Principal (ex-officio), Elected Representa-
tives (6), Commission Representatives (4)(non-voting) and serves in 
an advisory capacity to the Pastor. 
 
All regular meetings of the council are open to all members of the par-
ish. Persons wishing to speak or present viewpoints at a council meet-
ing are asked to submit a written request to the council President at 
least three (3) days prior to the meeting in order to be placed on the 
agenda and to participate in discussion. All personnel matters shall be 
discussed during executive sessions.

We, who have been called into the divine life of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
recognize our serious responsibility to bring that life to all persons. We 
proclaim that it is the obligation of the community of believers to assist 
the individual in carrying out his/her Christian responsibilities.

Why Catholic?  
This is a unique adult faith formation process solidly based on Sacred 
Scripture and the Catechism of the Catholic Church. This program offers a 
concrete approach to help adults deepen their Catholic faith and connect 
its teachings to their everyday lives. A thorough exploration of Catholic 
teaching takes place in a prayerful small community setting either at the 
Parish or in private homes of individual parishioners who host small study 
groups. Small group formation will begin during the summer of 2009 and 
groups will begin meeting in the Fall. The entire program consists of 48 
sessions spread over four years, typically with groups meeting weekly for 
six weeks each Fall and again for six weeks during each season of Lent.

Substitute Teacher - Parish School

Volunteers are used in the parish school library to repair and label books 
and generally keep the library organized. Volunteers trained in library sci-
ence may assist by supervising a library class approximately one hour per 
week. 
Playground Supervision - Parish School  
Volunteers are used to assist Parish School Teachers with playground su-
pervision. There is always a teacher on duty. Playground activities are 
scheduled each school day; a morning recess (K-4) and a noon recess 
(K-8). 
Lunch Room Assistance ï Parish School  
Volunteers are also needed to help serve lunches to the children from 
10:45 to 12 noon.
